An officers’ meeting was held on Monday, May 11 at 7:30 pm in the basement of St. Joseph Church.

Decisions made:

Scholarship policy – The scholarship policy will be revised to state that the council will provide one $300 scholarship per year.  It will also state that the policy will be re-assessed no later than 5 years after the last revision.

RSVP policy – A written policy will be established to state that the council will support a minimum of one seminarian per year through the RSVP program.

State Delegate Expenses Policy – A written policy will be established to define a fixed dollar amount to cover expenses for delegates to the annual Nebraska state convention.  Eric Fulton will propose the dollar amount based on 2009 expenses.  This policy will be re-assessed no later than 5 years after the last revision.

The council’s written policies will be posted on the council’s website for easy access by all members.

Smoker – A major investment would be necessary to meet health codes for serving food at events such as the Nemaha County Fair and Brownville Flea Market.  Required would be a hot and cold water supply, three compartment sink, hand washing station, holding tanks, and a cooler.  We would have to use the smoker much more than originally planned in order to make our investment profitable.  For those reasons, the council will not pursue use of the smoker other than on parish grounds in a non-vending situation.
