Al noted that while in Florida on vacation he observed a council in Port St. Lucie that seemed to work very well and had 500-600 members.  While most of them were retirees, they still had functions and had them flow very well.

Financial Secretary’s Report:

All dues notices have been sent.  63 out of 91 members are paid up.  We still have 28 members who have not paid their 2009 dues ($840 in outstanding dues).  5 are in arrears for a total of $475.  The retention committee is working on getting them up to speed with the rest of the council as fast as possible.

Several reports are soon due.  The Annual Survey of Fraternal Activity is due January 31st.  The Partnership Profile Report with Special Olympics is due January 31st.  The Free Throw Championship Participation is due January 31st.  The Substance Abuse Awareness Poster Contest is due January 31st.  We haven’t really shown much interest in this contest but may want to address it as a possible activity for next year.  It is for ages 8-14.  Our Semiannual Council Audit is due February 15th.
Membership Report:   Jerry noted there will be a 1st Degree exemplification in Auburn during the month of March.  There are four or five persons interested in becoming Knights.  A second or third degree exemplification in Auburn won't happen if there are less than 20 members interested.  There are some major exemplifications coming up in surrounding towns:  Bellevue 2/15, York 2/22, and Papillion 3/22.  Jerry will be working on getting Form 100’s signed for interested persons and inviting them to our February council meeting.
Right to Life Report: John Crotty reminded us to vote against Freedom of Choice Act (FOCA) which is an act allowing abortions in ALL hospitals, no parental consent, partial birth abortions, and other issues that conflict with Catholic beliefs.  Our president-elect and members our federal government is willing to sign this into law.  This is the major battle of our lifetime.  Other than making others aware of this atrocious proposition, prayer and fasting is what personally can be done to keep this from becoming a law in our nation.  On January 31 of this year there is the WALK FOR LIFE event in Lincoln at 10 a.m.  All parties interested need to be at St Joseph's parking lot at 8 a.m for rides up to the event and the crew will return after a lunch in Lincoln.  John also asked all of us to not promote inappropriate material in our lives.  It’s everywhere in the form of TV shows (Desperate Housewives), magazines, internet and so on.   Attend confessions regularly local time is 4-5:15 p.m. prior to Saturday mass, he also said for us to learn the Rosary (know it, acquire it, pray it).
Evangelization Report  Bill Fulton was proud to announce 37 families have signed up for the “Sacred Heart Enthronement” ceremony to take place in their homes.  By making our homes a “domestic church” and allowing God to be the focal point of a family, our society and community will become more faith-based.  We need to spread word of the ceremony and push against resistance that is contrary to our beliefs (i.e. Walk for Life).
Field Agent’s Report:  John Stoeckinger asked Knights to go home and hug/kiss our wives and thank them.  We are taken away from time with them/family and need to thank them for allowing us to attend meetings.  Also, John suggested it may be helpful to call members to attend meeting that aren’t regularly present; more of a personal invitation.

District Deputy’s Report:  Bernard Burenheide was not present, but had asked if our council would host the district free throw contest in February since our geographical location is central to surrounding councils.

Action Items:

A motion was made to send $500 to seminarian Justin Fulton during the winter time and $500 to seminarian Ben Rynearson in the summertime; motion carried.  This was suggested to make possible supporting 2 “home-grown” seminarians at the same time and not having the payments coincide but rather spread the payment dates out to help us financially support them.
