Now there are over 200 hundred cities participating and is active in Canada, Australia, and Northern Ireland.  In Lincoln at 37th and South Street is the protest site and a banner is on order for that event.
Evangelization Report: Bill stated there are currently Sacred Heart Enthronements going on in homes and a possible fall retreat is planned for our parish.
Membership Report:  Jerry Bulmer welcomed two prospective members, Dan Eberhardt and Keith Haggerty.  First Degree will be held in Auburn on April 5th.  Major exemplification in August at the Newman Center.
Correspondence: We got a letter stating our insurance agent (John Stoeckinger) was Agent of the Month for January.  CONGRATS!!!  We received a letter of thanks from Justin Fulton.  Aussia Stander made a Valentine for our council and gave it to us at February’s breakfast.  Auburn Memorial Library is holding a fund raiser to help with upcoming construction and is asking for donations.  Dennis Welsh spoke on his wife’s behalf on what the library is hoping to accomplish with the money and expressed how lucky our community is to have a modern library at our fingertips.  It was decided to table this issue until our March meeting.  The council was asked to support the St. Augustine Indian Mission.  It was voted that we would send a $25 donation.
Old Business: The district free throw challenge went well and lasted about one hour with 22 participants.  The seminarian breakfast was a success and grossed nearly $700.  We will plan to hold two seminarian breakfasts per year.  Cajun Fest is Tuesday and help can arrive at 4 p.m.  The Fridays of March 6, 20, 27, and April 3rd have been dubbed the Fry-day Fish Fries, all help is welcome.
