We still have 9 members who have not paid their dues for 2009.  These 9 members are now on the Knights Alert list and I will be sending them their notification in the mail either this week or next.  Also, their names will be turned over to our Retention Chair and our Retention Committee for collection.

We have had a very successful Cajun Fest and first Fish Fry.  Our gross income for the Cajun Fest was $1599 and for the first Fish Fry we grossed $1168.50.  We still have one more bill to pay for the Cajun Fest and at least a couple more for the Fish Fry, but with what we have paid so far, the Cajun Fest should net at around $600 and the first Fish Fry should net around $190.  These are approximate numbers since there are still outstanding bills to be paid.  Great Job, guys!!

Along the lines of lessons learned from this year’s Cajun Fest, we will have to change the way we do our ticket sales.  This year we noticed that more tickets came in than money.  The Knights of Columbus is a charitable organization; however, we have to be up front about our charity since it is part of my IRS obligations.  That being said, one of the main reasons we do these events is to make money and we need to be able to account for that money somehow.  I am looking for suggestions on how to track our ticket sales better.  One suggestion was to assign a number to each Knight and write it on each ticket we hand out for sales.  That poses an issue when we hand out tickets that it will be harder to easily hand out tickets, but we have to find some way to account for all of our ticket sales from each member.

Membership Report: Jerry reminded those who are sponsors of potential new members to get to talking with them and encourage them to come to the exemplification on April 5th. He passed around the Potential New Knights list for individuals to sponsor some of the potential new Knights. He also reminded people of the upcoming Tootsie Roll Drive, set for April 18th and 19th. Our membership currently stands at 160% of quota, and insurance stands at 233% of quota. Supreme sent a letter stating that until June 30, the awards points issued for each new member will be doubled to 1000.
Right to Life Report: Some Knights went to Planned Parenthood already and silently prayed for those seeking abortion. John encouraged participation in the next trip on March 27th.  He also discussed the Red Envelope Project that is sweeping the nation and handed out envelopes. Send a message to President Obama and speak out for those who do not yet have a voice.
Evangelization Report: Bill’s message was simply put; don’t wait – Step up and be active! There are lots of activities through the Church and through the Knights that are all worthy causes. Step up and offer support. 
Field Agent’s Report: John reported that 3 new insurance members have been approved.  That should put us at 7 insurance for the year which is 233% of our quota.  John praised our council for being so active and involved.
District Deputy’s Report: Bernard reminded the council that March 29th is Founder’s Day.  He confirmed that the First Degree team will be in Auburn for the Exemplification. He also reminded us to start preparing for the State Convention.
Correspondence:
Supreme Knight is encouraging councils to host food drives in these financially hard times.  Eric will work with Angela Seidl to coordinate this effort with CSS.
The $3 assessment from our dues has been going to set up two main programs to date. They are the “Better Fathers” website and Coping counseling for post abortion care and post divorce care.
State Warden requested financial support for the School Sisters of Christ the King, as they are renovating. The council voted that the April 19th breakfast will be used as a benefit for the cause.

Old Business: 
It was discussed that the Tabernacle ladies be compensated for making desserts for the fish fries. It was voted to pay $1 per person served for desserts. Also, another advertisement will be run in the Auburn newspaper for the remaining two fish fries.
Library Gala Fund – Dinner is 3/21 at Arbor Manor. The Library Committee is looking for financial assistance. A motion was made to donate $250 to the cause. The motion was seconded and the vote passed.
Upgrades to the Halligan Center kitchen will be discussed at the next parish council meeting.  Fr. Greg informed the council that a second 220V outlet has been installed in the kitchen so both the oven and the griddle can be plugged in at the same time.
Al will update the council at the April meeting on getting the smoker approved for use and lined up for Brownville flea market.
Kearney State Convention – Eric Fulton and Darren Butler are the delegates and Bill Fulton and Jerry Bulmer are alternates.

New Business: A Thank You card will be sent to the High School for use of the gym for our council and district Free Throw contests.

Darren Butler and Jay Koziol volunteered to be on the scholarship committee.  Applications are due May 1 and the committee will meet with the Tabernacle scholarship committee shortly after.
Highway Cleanup will be held immediately after our meeting on May 16th.

Bill Genthe is in charge of putting together a “to do” list for the Family Connection Café in appreciation for Susan Mann’s generosity with our use of the restaurant.  We will plan to spend some time on these items after our April meeting.
A card was passed around and signed thanking Southeast Design for the improvements to our banner.

Eric Fulton and Darren Butler will determine the amount of money available for scholarships this year.
