Up to this point, nine members have not paid dues.  Knight Alert letters to be sent to these members were awaiting the signature of the GK and trustees at the time of this meeting.

Membership Report: We are standing at 280% for membership at this time, and a challenge has been put forth to gain one more member for a 300% quota.  Jerry Bulmer assured that he would make it worth someone’s time to brother that brings in one additional member.  We are currently at 300% for the insurance quota, which is fantastic also.  While Jerry had the floor, he reported on the postponement of the tootsie roll drive due to lack of tootsie rolls.  A suggested and approved date was for the weekend of June 13th/14th, with the possible addition of a Friday night shift.  Our inventory needs to be checked, and if necessary more tootsie rolls could be ordered to cover the Auburn Parade, but there was no definite need for that at this time.

Right to Life Report: Dr. Crotty reported that the 40 Days for Life at the clinic in Lincoln had concluded and passed around pictures of our parishioners and pastor well represented there.  He gave an account of two successful interventions at the clinic.  The bill for requiring ultrasound is out of committee and is advancing well, but our prayers and correspondence with our representatives are always needed.

Evangelization Report: Bill Fulton updated.

Field Agent’s Report: John S. confirmed that we are at 300% for insurance and really commended our efforts and chances to make 300% on membership.  We need to keep him posted on whether this comes to fruition.

District Deputy’s Report: Bernard was not present.

Correspondence: Auburn Memorial Library thank you note was received from our support for their recent fundraiser that netted over $15K for the proposed expansion.  Also thank you received for our donation to the clergy dinner, which was an excellent event with a record crowd of over 197.
Old Business: 

The state council will match this month’s breakfast proceeds to donate to the Christ the King Sisters, and the breakfast needs to be promoted as such.  It was suggested and unanimously approved to donate any expenses (donate the full gross receipts, not net).  Also, Knights were commissioned to collect for this cause at the vestibule of the church during the weekend to maximize matching funds.
Concerning the smoker and potential for selling turkey legs at the Brownville flea market, etc., Al Dalbec asked for assistance in working with the state inspector on a permit to do business within a very restrictive code.  He will be meeting with her next week.  It has not been ruled out at a possibility, but will require some patience and investment.
New Business: 
Highway cleanup is still scheduled for immediately after our May meeting.  Make plans to stay after and enjoy the weather.

The backyard BBQ was suggested for a mid June time frame, with no exact date set.  This is usually held on a Thursday or Friday evening, and Darren Butler will get back to the council next meeting with a proposed date.  Consider prospective Knights to invite to this event, as it is an enjoyable social atmosphere.

Church basement improvements are awaiting Terry Fulton’s call on exactly when we will be needed, depending on exterminator schedule and carpeting installation.  Our assistance will most likely be needed for furniture removal and return, look for calls via the calling tree.

Kris Sarver has requested that the Knights support a CCD night of pizza and drinks for Sr. Monica’s visit on religious vocations.  It was moved and subsequently approved to donate with a cap of $300.00 for a CCD night.

Al will be working with Louie Ligouri and the trustees to set up a time within the next month to discuss possibly endowing the RSVP fund.  Al talked about the need to do this to get us through the good and bad years with a more consistent level of support.

Scholarship funding and appropriation was discussed at length, due to the blessings that have been bestowed on our council and the number of worthy applicants.  A proposal for $500 failed without a second.  A proposal for $400 (as opposed to our typical $300) failed on a 6-7 vote.  Another proposal for $500 failed on a tiebreaker and it was finally proposed, voted and passed to allow for the scholarship committee to determine how to divide the typical $300 proceeds to this cause.

Closed Action Items:

Jim Florence will coordinate a memorial mass in November for the deceased Knights.

New Action Items:

We may be asked to assist with the 50th anniversary of Fr. Phil’s ordination on May 31st.  Keep this on your calendar.
