The results of the officers meeting were discussed.  Details can be found attached to the meeting agenda.  It was agreed that we should at least be open to the idea of using the smoker in the future.  We need to look into cost of a stainless steel grilling surface and a hand washing station, which would be the first steps toward using the smoker.
