Reports due: Officers Report July 1, Service Program Personnel Report August 1, Semi-annual Audit August 15th 

Darren informed the council that this will be his last term as Financial Secretary.  The term ends in December 2010.

Membership Report: Jerry Bulmer informed the council that we ended the 2008-2009 fraternal year at 340% membership quota and 366% of insurance quota.  Way to go guys!  A 2nd-3rd degree exemplification in Auburn is tentatively scheduled for November 8th.  Eric Fulton discussed the new state council membership incentives for 2009-2010.  The “stimulus package” will refund $0.50 per member if we achieve Star Council and $1.00 per member if we achieve Double Star.  There is also a football themed program with awards per quarter, including Husker football tickets, autographed helmets, footballs, and jerseys.
Right to Life Report: John Crotty discussed the Thomas More Society which defends those in pro-life related legal issues.  He stressed the importance of prayer as the first way to fight for life.
Evangelization Report: Bill Fulton informed the council that Auburn will host a Light of the World retreat on October 2-4.
Field Agent’s Report: Not available, as John Stoeckinger was not present.
District Deputy’s Report: Bernard Burenheide informed the council of a district meeting to be held in Auburn on August 9th at 2:00 pm.  He mentioned that this year has been designated by Pope Benedict as the year of the priest.  He gave a prayer card to Fr. Greg to consider praying at the end of masses during this year.  The state horseshoe tournament will be held August 2nd in Valparaiso.
Correspondence: Cody Bradley sent a thank you card for his scholarship.  Sandy Bradley sent a thank you note for Cody’s scholarship.
Old Business:

· Church cleanup will not be held today due to lack of a detailed plan.  Jim Florence will meet with Fr. Greg on Sunday, July 26, at 1:00 pm to detail the scope of work.  The cleanup day will be arranged afterward.
· Breakfast tomorrow at the Halligan Center from 8-12.  Proceeds to support Ben Billesbach’s Eagle Scout project.  Ben is building a large gazebo in the Legion Park.  Please come and support Ben.
· Jim Florence informed the council that Joe Harpham can get a stainless steel cooking surface for our smoker for $80 and will donate the labor to install it.  Jim made a motion to approve the purchase.  Bill Fulton seconded the motion.  After discussion, it was determined that the purchase was not necessary but would improve the smoker, and that the smoker will be used, even if not for fundraising.  The vote passed.  Jim Florence set a goal of having the smoker ready by August 9th.
· We will walk in the Nemaha County Fair parade on Monday, July 27.  Parade begins at 6:00 pm.  Bill and Lana Fulton will register our parade entry with the Jaycees to ensure that we walk before or after St. Francis Gift & Thrift.  Fr. Greg offered to pick up the Tootsie Rolls in Lincoln on Monday.
New Business:
· Terry Fulton suggested a short instructional video on how to run our breakfasts.  Eric Fulton is developing a one page guideline and checklist which should be ready this month.  A video will be considered.
· Keep Christ in Christmas is offering a discount if we order before 9/25 the cost is only $130 rather than $165.  The pros and cons were discussed.  Dan White made a motion to approve the purchase and was seconded by Al Dalbec.  The vote passed.

· John Stoeckinger has offered to serve a spaghetti dinner for our council and families for an awards banquet.  Eric Fulton will set a date with John, shooting for a Sunday evening in September.

· Installation of officers will be August 8th at 5:00 pm at St. Joe’s.
Bill Genthe won the 50/50 raffle and donated the winnings to the scholarship fund.
