Membership Report: Jerry Bulmer was absent.  Eric Fulton reported that we are at 0 new members for 2009-2010.  Our quota is 7.  Falls City will be holding a first degree this Tuesday, September 22 at 7:00 pm.
Right to Life Report: John Crotty was absent.  Eric Fulton reported that the 40 Days for Life campaign will begin next Wednesday, September 23.  John is forming a task force to set up three trips to pray at Planned Parenthood in Lincoln during this campaign.  Everyone is called to pray for the unborn and their mothers and fathers especially during this time.  Fr. Greg added that the task force will meet tomorrow morning after mass at the Halligan Center, during/after the KofC breakfast.
Evangelization Report: Bill Fulton was absent.  Eric Fulton reminded everyone that there will be a retreat in Auburn on the first weekend in October.  Contact Bill or Lana Fulton or there is a sign-up sheet at the back of the church.  Fr. Greg reminded the council that we are called to make an annual retreat and there will be no better opportunity than having one in Auburn.
Field Agent’s Report: John Stoeckinger informed the council that officially we are at 0 new insurance members for 2009-2010, but we should be at 1 as soon as it goes through, and he is about to sign 2 more, which will meet our insurance quota of 3.
District Deputy’s Report: Bernard Burenheide was absent.
Correspondence:
The council has been invited by Fr. Kubat, Director of Catholic Social Services, to participate in the 2nd annual Bishop Flavin Memorial Sporting Clays Tournament, which will be held on Saturday, October 3rd, in Brainard.  It is open to everyone, but there will be a traveling trophy for the winning KofC council.  Contact Eric Fulton if interested.
The council received a letter from General Agent Kevin Pfeifer, informing us that John Stoeckinger has been named Agent of the Month for August for the Pfeifer agency which includes 17 agents.

The council received a letter from Supreme Knight Carl Anderson extending his congratulations to our council for receiving the Double Star award.

The council received a thank you card from Kent and Lorie Volkmer for our thoughts and prayers for Kent’s recovery and for the plant that was sent to them on behalf of the council.

The council received a thank you card from Ben Billesbach for our breakfast fundraiser which raised over $700 for his Eagle Scout project, a gazebo at Legion Memorial Park.

The council received an email from State Deputy Mike Conrad congratulating us on being a winner of the Servant of the Shepherd membership incentive program.
Old Business:

· Church cleanup: no update.  Jim Florence still plans to meet with Fr. Greg to determine scope.  Once defined, teams will be put together and a date set to accomplish these tasks.
· Project Moses: no update.  The monument is expected to arrive in September-October.

· Breakfast tomorrow at the Halligan Center from 8-12.  Darren Butler’s and Bob Engles’ teams are in charge this month.
· Eric Fulton has decided to wait until January for the council awards banquet.
· Harvest Fest: last year this event was held in late October and we raised over $2500 for Megan’s Fund.  This year’s needs to be later (November) since there are no concrete plans at this time.  Most of last year’s committee works at Cooper so will not have enough time to plan this year due to the outage.  A chairman is needed, ideally someone who will not be affected by the outage.  Bob Engles and Bill Genthe volunteered to be on the committee.
· Al Dalbec made a motion to donate $100 to the Boy Scouts memorial chapel at the Little Sioux camp in Iowa.  David Bouse seconded the motion.  The motion was taken to a vote and passed.
New Business:
· Al Dalbec brought up that the Holy Cross cemetery is in need of attention.  He is working on cutting down a few diseased trees but needs a big truck or trailer to haul them off.  Buster Barnard volunteered to help.  Fr. Greg added that there are many holes that need to be filled.
· Al Dalbec suggested that the council start a “death benefit” fund so that a monetary gift can be made to family of members upon their death.  This is widely practiced in other councils.  David Bouse made a motion to start the fund and transfer $400 into it.  Bill Genthe seconded the motion.  The motion was brought to a vote and passed.  The council officers will establish a policy for how the fund will be handled.

· We will do highway cleanup after the October meeting.  Bill Genthe will arrange.

Action Items:  Closed Bill Genthe’s action item for making a fix-it-list for the café.  The initial issues have been fixed so future items will be on a case by case basis.
Good of the Order: Fred Zacarola won the 50/50 raffle and donated his winnings to the scholarship fund.
