A father/son program is scheduled for 3:00 pm tomorrow at the Halligan Center.  He presented the council with the Double Star award for 2008-09.
Correspondence:
The council received a letter from seminarian Wesley Skillett.  He plans to travel to the Holy Land in May 2010, and is asking for prayers and monetary support.
