Membership Report: Jerry Bulmer was not present.
Right to Life Report: John Crotty was not present.  Jim Florence noted that Knights have received information on how to contact Senator Ben Nelson to communicate to him that taxpayer money should not be used to fund abortions under the current health care reform bill.
John Collins remarked about an article in the December 18, 2009, edition of the Southern Nebraska Register (SNR) under the “Ask the Register” column.  A question was posed whether Catholics should contribute to the Salvation Army.   The SNR gave a brief history on the Salvation Army, and based on its history, stated that it would be better to direct your gifts for the poor only to Catholic organizations, namely Catholic Social Services or Saint Vincent de Paul (in the Lincoln Diocese anyway) because there is no accounting for where the money that is collected is distributed.
Evangelization Report: Bill Fulton noted that the “Catholics Come Home” television commercials have started to show on the air.  He stated that the commercials “touch your heart”.  Bill cautioned his brother Knights to be prepared to respond to the potential response to these commercials and receive our fellow Catholics by encouraging them to come back to the Church and its sacraments.

· January 29, 2010 – the annual clergy dinner will be at 7 P. M. at the Cathedral of the Risen Christ in Lincoln.  Tickets are $15.00 for this event.  RSVP by January 22, 2010. · By February 25, 2010 – Neighbors Helping Neighbors/Food for Families is a new KofC program designated to feed the hungry.  If 25% of the councils in Nebraska participate by collecting food items, then our state will be eligible for a portion of $1 Million to donate to food bank organizations.
