Corrections to Minutes: None.  The December meeting minutes were approved.
Chaplain’s Report: Father Greg spoke about the prayers that are needed for the tragic conditions in Haiti.  Our spiritual and written support is also needed for the Right to Life events that are taking place during the last two weeks of January.   We have a very strong group traveling to Washington DC for the January 22nd walk, led by Knights Jim Florence and Jerry Bulmer, and they need our prayers.

Guest Report:   Greg Florence expressed his gratitude to the organization for all of the financial and physical help with the Project Moses monument setting.  The project is complete except for the lighting.  Greg was commended and applauded by the Council for all of his hard work and effort to make this a great success for the parish.

Treasurer’s Report: Al Dalbec

Al noted that for the year ending December 30th, we accrued $57.00 in interest on our accounts, making it a year that is well above historical average.  Long term outlook is good. We currently have one bill outstanding to the Supreme office.  It is our semi-annual dues, however there seems to be a discrepancy in their math, so I will be calling them to get this straight before we send them our dues.  We should be paying them $1.75 per member for 91 members equaling $159.25 for our per capita dues, then $0.50 per member for 91 members equaling $45.50 for our Catholic advertising fund, and $1.00 per member for 90 members equaling $90.00 for our Culture of Life fund.  With the $2.50 we owe Romeo Serranzana for his transfer and with the $9.00 credit that Supreme stated we had on our December notice, our total should be $288.25.  They have us owing $313.25.  I will call them next week and get this straightened out.

Once again the Holiday Dinner was a success!  We still do not have all the figures yet, but we are very close so I will give you what I have this far with the thought that these may still change a little.  Our gross income was $1009.00.  We had bills totaling (so far) of $322.15.  This means that we have a net total of $686.85.  If no more bills or money are reported, we will be paying Family Connection $137.37 in appreciation of the use of the restaurant and we will be donating $549.48 to Catholic Social Services.  As I stated earlier, this these figures may change if we get any more bills that what has bee submitted so far.  Congratulations on a job well done Knights!

Our December breakfast grossed $334.00.  We had bills submitted for supplies to that breakfast totaling $92.04 which brings our net for the December breakfast to $241.96.  Another fine job by our brother Knights!

Membership dues have gone out and we have received some back already.  Remember, if you submit your dues my January 31st, you will be eligible for the drawing held during the February meeting for your dues for 2011 to be paid.  

Events coming up before our next meeting include…Teammates breakfast next weekend.  One Rose-One Life campaign is suppose to be this month.  Our annual survey of Fraternal Activity, Partnership Profile with Special Olympics report, Free Throw Championship report, and Substance abuse awareness poster report are all due January 31st.  The district free-throw contest is January 31st and our Semi-annual audit is due February 15th.

Membership Report: Jerry Bulmer.  Falls City will be holding a first degree exemplification on January 26th, at 7:00pm in the parish hall across from the Church.  Jerry stressed constant vigilance for new gentlemen in the parish that could be members.  There is also a 4th Degree being held in Beatrice on January 31st.  A 2nd and 3rd degree is scheduled here at St. Joseph’s on Sunday, March 21st, around 1 or 2pm, and it was suggested that this could be preceded by a First degree immediately after Mass.  

Right to Life Report: John Crotty addressed the Council on the need to continue to pray for ongoing healthcare legislation, now that our Senator Nelson gave in to the pro-choice forces during the last two weeks.  It is very powerful to see our Knights leading a group of teens to DC to support the National Right to Life efforts on the Mall.  He asked for us to do four things: 1) pray and fast to end abortion, 2) special day of prayer on the 22nd and this could include fasting, 3) participate or pray for the January 30th walk in Lincoln.  We will meet locally at 8:00am to gather those going to Lincoln.  Recruit others for a strong showing. 4) Continue to contact our representatives in the legislature as the fight is not over.  Forty Days will begin on Feb. 17th, in line with the Lenten calendar.

Evangelization Report:  Bill Fulton brought some attention to the Catholics Come Home campaign, about the profound and moving vignettes that are being aired.  If possible, he suggested to Knights that extra contributions could really help this campaign, as the Diocese has reported this effort to be underfunded.

Field Agent’s Report: John Stoeckinger confirmed that we are at 100% of quota for insurance, he appreciates our efforts in this area and solicited suggestions for a dinner that he could provide the council.  Since we have a breakfast scheduled for the 21st of February, a date of February 28th, 6:00pm, was proposed for this prime rib dinner, with baked potatoes in the Halligan Center. Fr. Greg is looking into the Halligan Center to ensure that it is available.  We need to supply John with an estimated number of those expected to attend, and of course spouses and families are welcome, along with our seminarians.

State Bowling is being held February 13th through the 21st in Grand Island, so gathering the local bowlers would be a good social activity.  He also reported on small reference cards that could be handed out prior to membership drives that would explain the history and functions of the Knights of Columbus.  

District Deputy’s Report: Bernard Burenheide mentioned that Jane Hamilton Cook of Fox News will be the keynote speaker at the march in D.C.  The Haitian Relief effort has been aided with $50,000 from the Supreme Knight. 

· We need to confirm that a 1:00pm start time is agreeable with the Auburn High Athletic Director for the District Free Throw Championship.  This is what has been advertised.  Duane Weninger noted that more support of our council is needed since this event last year was not well-supported by the group.  Approximately 12 members would be needed.

· Marian Festival will be held in Lincoln for approximately 4 hours at the Pershing Center on Saturday, March 27th, starting at 11:00am.

· National Special Olympics Championships will be held in Lincoln this summer, and the Knights have been some of the biggest supporters of this event.  It will take nearly 8000 volunteers to make this a success.  It is being held on July 17th-24th, so our support would be appreciated. See also, www.2010specialolympics.org.

Correspondence:

· Catholics Come Home fund raising.  Correspondence mentioned that 50% of the cost is covered and additional funding will be needed between now and May 1st.  As February breakfast proceeds are going to the Good Counsel Retreat House in Waverly, it was moved by Jerry B to use proceeds of the March Sunday breakfast to support Catholics Come Home, Jim seconded and the vote was unanimous to use the proceeds to support the Diocese with these advertisements.   During the next officers meeting, it will be discussed about the need for setting up a food contract for continuing economical purchase of supplies through a wholesale vendor.   

· Clergy Dinner is being held on Friday January 29th at Cathedral in Lincoln.  RSVP to Eric by Jan. 22nd to ensure a seat.  Only four Knights have signed up to date.  Participation is encouraged.

Old Business:

· Teammates Breakfast is being held at the Senior Center on the 24th.  Bob Engles stressed the importance of getting this effort rolling and the need for Knights support.  It is from 7:00am to 1:00pm.  It will be hard work as it has been well advertised.

· The Food Drive is continuing in the vestibule of the church through the end of January. 

· Cajun Dinner kickoff meeting will be held on January 21st, to be chaired by Darren Butler.   The dinner is tentatively scheduled for February 16th, which is the actual night of Mardi Gras.  Volunteers will be needed to sell tickets and work the night of the event.
New Business:

February Breakfast revenues will be donated to the Good Counsel Retreat House in Waverly, and it was suggested by J. Florence that we consider a men’s retreat for our council members.  This has been successful in the past.

One Rose/One life will be happening during the last weekend of January, as the weekend of the 24th is already busy with several events.  Knights will be needed for support of the promotion and to collect money at the back of church.

Fish Frys will continue this year in Lent.  We may skip the first Friday of Lent (Feb 19th), but Susan is ready to support us in the restaurant for all Fridays after that.  Bill Fulton and Jim Florence have volunteered to chair the committee for the Fish Frys.

Deacon Patrick’s first Mass will be celebrated here at St. Joseph’s and help will be needed by the Knights to prepare for this event.

Action Items:  No new actions and no completed actions.  Council Banquet is set for February and is in early stages of organization.
