Cajun Fest numbers are complete and in the books to show that we just completed our best Cajun Fest of them all!  Great Job!!  We grossed more than $1800 and only had an expense of just under $900 giving us a net income of $905.  Because of our great success and Susan’s great job of getting us the ingredients at a better cost, we are able to give Susan and the Family Connection $181 for the Cajun Fest.

The Fish Fry was another BIG success for our council, grossing over $7000.  I am still checking to make sure all of our bills have been submitted before I give any net figures.

We have 10 members who are still in arrears for dues for a total of $845.  $454 of that total come from 3 members and the retention committee is working on those 3 right now.   They will be working on the remaining 7 in the near future.  

Events coming up before our next meeting include…breakfast tomorrow morning benefitting our seminarians, Tootsie Roll drive, and many more!  All help you can give for these events will be greatly appreciated!

Membership Report:  New member Greg Florence was welcomed.  Lance Kreifels has transferred in from the Nebraska City council as he has now moved into town.  There will be a 4th degree exemplification on May 2nd, and we have at least three candidates.  Let’s try to promote this and determine if more are willing.  May 19th is a 1st degree @ Crete.

Right to Life Report:    John Crotty:  “Life lives in joy—good things will happen”.  Two new bills passed with great pro life ramifications and will take effect in October, 2010.  (Women’s Health protection and Pain Capable Unborn Child protection).  Both put more restrictive clauses in the regulations after 20 weeks of gestation.  Keep our legislators in your prayers as this may still be tried at the Nebraska Supreme Court and contact AG John Bruning, a good Catholic.  May 31st is a great prolife feast of Mary’s visitation to Elizabeth and June 6th is Corpus Christi.  The abortion mill in Lincoln is moving to an unknown locale, stay tuned for more information.  Contact Lavon Heidemann and the Governor for their support on the Pro Life legislation recently passed.  

Evangelization Report:  Bill Fulton reiterated and stressed the themes of Fr. Greg previously heard.

Field Agent’s Report:  John Stoeckinger was not present.

District Deputy’s Report:  Bernard Burenheide was not present.

Old Business:

· State Convention also on the 23rd through the 25th, in Kearney as usual.

· Recovering the seats for Susan at the restaurant was discussed. We agreed to buy the foam and the material, Darren Butler will order the materials.  The plan now is the pick a date after we have materials to gather and do this in a quick manner.  It was proposed by Butler and seconded by White, unanimously approved.  Darren and Bill Fulton will chair.
· KofC Chasuble:  For Fr. Greg, this was proposed and discussed a few months ago.  Al Dalbec proposed and after debate, all voted in favor of the purchase of a KofC chasuble for Father to wear at Knights masses and other special events. 

· Fish Fry finances:  It was discussed at length about the need to fund these up front, so that Susan does not have to carry the costs until we settle.  Al Dalbec stressed again the need to set up accounts with vendors, which would facilitate this and ensure that she does not have to carry us.  Discussion tabled, but future restaurant events must be funded up front if accounts have not been put in place by that time.

New Business:

· Loras Baumhover presented the plan for the Veteran’s Memorial being proposed in the Legion Park.  He handed out literature and stressed that you do not need to be affiliated with Auburn or Nemaha County to be honored here.  This will also honor the living veterans, you don’t have to be deceased.  Knight’s support was proposed, but no dollar value was determined.  A donation amount will be tabled until the next meeting, but overall mood was good in favor of supporting this monument.
· Breakfast will be served tomorrow (4/18) with proceeds going to the RSVP fund.

· Tootsie Roll drive next weekend on the 24th.  Bulmer organizing and will start on Friday evening from 2-6pm.

· Darren Butler requested support for the local Auburn Rescue Squad.  They are a volunteer organization that should not be confused with the entity and funding of the Fire Department.  Darren suggested that the June breakfast be held as a fund-raiser for the Rescue Squad, on June 20th.  This happens to be Fathers Day.   Darren would chair this breakfast event.  We need to advertise this in the newspaper, and may have the squad vehicles open for tours. Al Dalbec moved, and David Bouse seconded, and with a unanimous vote this passed.  Also, John Collins moved and Bill Fulton seconded that a $100.00 cash donation from the general account be donated in addition.  This passed unanimously.  

· Darren Butler moved and Jim Florence seconded a motion to fund the scholarship for this year at a level of $500.00, since the cost of all things associated with college has skyrocketed.  Also, it was proposed to transfer an amount of $700.00 into the scholarship account balance.  Both motions passed unanimously.

· Highway cleanup: proposed for May 1st @ 8am and was confirmed.  Jim Florence will chair and buy breakfast afterward.  

· Our May breakfast was moved up one week to Mother’s Day to avoid conflicts with AHS graduation.  A family reserved the Halligan center for that day for a graduation party.

· The concept of a golf tournament hosted by the Knights was floated by Eric Fulton.  This will be something to keep in mind over the summer, or even a pasture golf event as a social event.  More research will need to be done with the Country Club to lock down a date and a better proposal.  Duane Weninger and Eric Fulton will begin some research on this with eventual help from one of the many golf enthusiasts in the organization.

· Knights Sweet Corn:  A local potential member has offered the use of 3-5 acres for planting of sweet corn, if the Knights would like to use the land and we can get it organized.  Bill Fulton has offered to the work the ground and plant, so the overall concept was met with a favorable response.  Members will be needed to pick and man the sales booth, which could be set up near the liquor store or the 4-H building and arena.  No vote was taken at this time, but we will proceed with getting this going and discuss more of the details at a later meeting.

· Loras Baumhover won the 50/50 raffle.
