We have no outstanding bills to Supreme.  I will be ordering more placemats for our breakfasts.  We had a big donation of $500 to the scholarship fund at our last breakfast.  We have 10 members who are still in arrears for dues for a total of $845.  $454 of that total comes from 3 members and the retention committee is working on those 3 right now.   They will be working on the remaining 7 in the near future.  Events coming up before our next meeting include breakfast on Father’s day morning benefitting the Auburn Rescue Squad and the Annual Backyard Bar BQ will coincide with John Stoekinger’s steak feed and award presentation.
A thank-you card was signed to send to the donor to the scholarship fund.
Membership Report:  Jerry Bulmer informed the council of upcoming degrees in the area.  There will be a 1st degree in Lincoln on 5/17, Crete on 5/19, Lincoln on 6/1, Lincoln on 6/9, and Lincoln on 6/15.  We have tentatively scheduled a 1st degree in Auburn on 6/6 with registration at 8:30 am in order to finish up before mass.  Currently waiting for a commitment from the Falls City degree team.  The state council is holding a drawing for all members who recruit a member before 6/30.  Top prize is a 42” TV along with other prizes.  Our council is also holding a drawing for recruitment.  Top prize is an overnight stay at a bed and breakfast in Lincoln.  The potential Knight list was passed around as well as Form 100’s.
Right to Life Report:  John Crotty thanked the council for their support.  He informed the council about a KofC hall back east that was rented to a pro-abortion group.  The area Knights and priests stood up to stop the use of KofC property for pro-abortion purposes.  Prayer for the unborn is always needed.  John Stoeckinger noted that the new 4D ultrasound purchased by the Nebraska KofC for a Kearney hospital has helped at least 6 women decide to have their child.  Darren Butler noted that across the country KofC has purchased over 30 ultrasound machines with funds from the newly created Culture of Life fund.
Evangelization Report:  Bill Fulton repeated a quote from Pope John Paul II that our essential mission as Catholics is to evangelize.  He also reported on the sweet corn project.  It has been planted.  It was recommended that we call it “St. Isidore’s sweet corn”.  Bob Engles will determine if we need a vendor permit to sell it within the city limits.  Darren Butler nominated Engles as the council’s Public Relations Director and he accepted.
Field Agent’s Report:  John Stoeckinger thanked the council for their support.  He discussed the council banquet which is set for Sunday, June 27th at 5:30 pm.  He will grill steaks, we will provide sides and drinks.  We need RSVP’s to have a good estimate for John.  He encouraged us to invite area priests and seminarians.  Fr. Greg noted that it will coincide with the end of the “Year for Priests”.
District Deputy’s Report:  Bernard Burenheide was not present.

· The council received a letter from General Agent Kevin Pfeiffer on John Stoeckinger being named “Agent of the Year” for eastern Nebraska and #5 in the entire company for 2009.  He was also named to Supreme Knights Club for his efforts.
· The council received an email from State Deputy Mike Conrad about 3 Nebraska youths who won the international Free Throw Challenge championship.  One was from Omaha, one from Wahoo, and another from Fremont.
· A signup sheet was passed around for help with Rev. Patrick Barvick’s first mass celebration dinner on Saturday, May 29

· Tables and chairs need to be removed from the Halligan Center before cleaning the carpet on 5/21.  Knights will get together Wednesday evening 5/19 at 7:30 pm to move tables and chairs.  A signup sheet was passed around.  They will have to be put back before the dinner on 5/29.  We will meet after mass on Sunday 5/23 to put them back.
Old Business:

· Al Dalbec motioned that the council donate $500 to the Nemaha County Veterans Memorial.  The motion was seconded and the vote passed unanimously.

· Darren Butler noted that the Auburn Rescue Squad thanks the council for the recent $100 donation.  A breakfast will be held at the Halligan Center on Sunday 6/20 with proceeds to go to the rescue squad.  Pancakes and French toast and sausage will be served.  Terry Fulton will get sausage donated from Kevin Reiman’s father-in-law.
· Darren has the material to cover the booth seats for the café but we still need the foam.  Eric Fulton will get the foam and then we will set a date to meet at the restaurant to refurbish the seats.
· No progress has been made on a golf tournament.  Terry Fulton’s pasture is available if we want to do pasture golf.

New Business:

· The county fair parade will be on 7/26 (need to confirm this date).  Jim Florence agreed to arrange a signup sheet for those who want to be in the parade.  Eric Fulton will contact Rich Lowery about using the state’s KofC float.

· We will try to have a KofC bowling team this year.  This item will be kept on the agenda as a reminder.
· Nebraska is hosting the Special Olympics from 7/17-24, KofC is the main sponsor.

· Mel Halkens suggested that we consider a donation to Auburn’s Neighbor to Neighbor program.  This will be added to the agenda for next month.

· Our RSVP seminarians Justin and Ben both graduated from St. Gregory the Great seminary in Seward this month.  They will both be attending St. Charles seminary in Philadelphia beginning in August.  Eric has graduation cards for them for the council to sign but forgot to bring them to the meeting.

· Council elections will be held during our June meeting.  Eric Fulton will not be running for another term as Grand Knight.
