We have no outstanding bill to the Supreme, however I am expecting one for supplies ordered for next weekend and placemats for breakfasts.  We still have 10 members who are in arrears for dues for a total of $845.  $454 of that total come from 3 members and the retention committee is working on those 3 right now.   They are working on the remaining 7 as well.  Events coming up before our next meeting include…breakfast tomorrow morning benefitting our the Auburn Rescue Squad and the Knights Steak Dinner next weekend.

Membership Report:  Congratulations and welcome to our newest member, James Paschal.  The council is holding a drawing for recruitment.  All members who recruit a new member before July 1 will be entered into a drawing.  Top prize is an overnight stay at a bed and breakfast in Lincoln.  So far, Darren Butler is the only member in the drawing.
Right to Life Report:  John Crotty reported that fatherhood is a key role in the pro-life movement.  Fathers have to be leaders, knowing and understanding what is going on regarding life issues.  The recent Supreme Court nominee has a very concerning record on life issues.
Evangelization Report:  Bill Fulton.
Field Agent’s Report:  John Stoeckinger was not present.
District Deputy’s Report:  Bernard Burenheide was not present.

Correspondence:
· The council received a thank-you card from Greg Florence for the crucifix he received as a graduating senior.
Old Business:

· Breakfast will be held at the Halligan Center on Sunday 6/20 with proceeds to go to the rescue squad.  Pancakes and French toast and sausage will be served.  Sausage and other goods donated from Tom Rivett (Kevin Reiman’s father-in-law) are in the church basement and Halligan Center kitchen.  Manpower will be needed.  Eric encouraged team captains to call their team members to remind them.  The question was raised as to whether we will be hosting a breakfast for the rescue squad every year.  This will be determined at a later date.  Bob Engles recommended lining up business sponsors to cover the expenses for our breakfasts.  Terry Fulton will contact Rivett and ask him if he or his business would like to be recognized.  If so, we will put up a sign at our breakfasts in recognition of the donation.
· Darren has the material to cover the booth seats for the café but we still need the foam.  Eric Fulton will get the foam and then we will set a date to meet at the restaurant to refurbish the seats.
· The county fair parade will be on 7/26 (need to confirm this date).  Jim Florence agreed to arrange a signup sheet for those who want to be in the parade.  Eric Fulton will contact Rich Lowery about using the state’s KofC float.  Tecumseh may have a small float we could use.  Richard Pella is the point of contact.
New Business:

· John Collins brought a sympathy card for the McCoppin family for everyone to sign.

· The 3rd annual McGivney classic golf tournament will be held at Kirkman’s in Humboldt on 7/31.  Four person scramble, $35 per person.  Eric will forward an email to the council about this event.

· Nominees for Knight of the Year are Darren Butler and Jerry Bulmer.   Nominees for Family of the Year are the Bulmer’s, Seidl’s, and Dalbec’s.  Closed votes were held and Eric will count the votes and announce the winners at Sunday’s banquet.

· Council elections will be held during our June meeting.  Eric Fulton will not be running for another term as Grand Knight.

· Bill Genthe won the 50/50 raffle.

· Charter: Jim Florence has received estimates/quotes from local businesses for renovating and re-framing our council charter and the original council’s charter.  The best bid came from Southeast Design (Kathy Hansen) at $220.84 plus labor.  The council voted to approve up to $320 for the renovation.

· The banquet/steak feed was discussed.  It will be held this Sunday, June 27th, at 5:30 pm at the Halligan Center.  Approximately 43 adults and 17 children will be in attendance.  The council agreed not to provide alcohol, it will be BYOB.  The council approved up to $150 to purchase food, tableware, etc. for the evening.  John Stoeckinger has requested the use of 4 grills.  It was mentioned that Ariens has a large grill that they might let us borrow.  Al Dalbec will contact Steve Skaggs.  If we cannot use that grill, we will have to enlist 4 members to bring a grill.

· It was noted that Larry Waskowiak’s wife, Karen, has been diagnosed with pancreatic cancer.  The council discussed a card and gift for them considering that we have been sending cards and gifts to our members when they are hospitalized.  John Crotty mentioned that a gas card would be helpful for making trips to the hospital.  Bryan Seidl recommended that we have a mass said in her honor.  The council decided that a $50 gas card and a mass would be appropriate.  John Crotty took an action to arrange the mass with Fr. Greg.  Darren will cut a voucher to Al to get a gas card.  Eric Fulton has the card.
· Council elections: Jim Florence (absent) and John Crotty were nominated for GK.  Dan White was nominated as Deputy GK.  John noted that the terms are really only supposed to be one year, and ideally the top several officers would “move up” one office each year as a built in succession plan.  The council voted to elect Jim to a 1 year term as GK, pending acceptance of the nomination, and John to a 1 year term if Jim does not accept.  The council voted to elect Dan White as Deputy GK.  The following nominations followed:

· The above nominees were elected with a unanimous vote.  The office of Chancellor remains vacant.  Bill Fulton will chair a nominating committee for Chancellor, who will take over as Deputy GK in 2011 and GK in 2012.
